* The Ashwaubomay River Trail bridge and trailhead officially opened this
summer.

* The next phase of the Ashwaubomay River Trail (around the exterior of
the park) will be re-bid this winter and is now being looked at as a 2025
project. The 1st round of bids came in higher than anticipated. We'll be
back at it next year!

* We are continuing to work on final planning and design for a new mini-
park on Element Way. Playground equipment has already been ordered,
and the electrical design is almost complete.

* We are continuing to work with the DNR, & US Fish & Wildlife on
a grant opportunity at Ashwaubomay Park and Dutchman’s Creek. Pro-
posed amenities include improved fish and wildlife habitat, as well as im-
proved viewing areas of the Fox River. We are hoping to start work on
that project in 2025.

* The Ashwaubenon Sports Complex is expected to see construction
activity starting this fall/winter. The Cornerstone Ice Center will be adding
a large 4th sheet of ice, continuing to make it one of the best skating / ice
venues in the Midwest.

+ Older Adults....we continue to offer one of the larger varieties of older
adult programming in the area! Thanks to multiple partnerships and our
community center rooms, things are busy year-round. Check out the fall/
winter offerings starting on page 9 of this brochure!

* Don't forget about our final FOOD TRUCK RALLY of the year on
Thursday, September 12th at Ashwaubomay Park. “That 90’s BAND”
will have great tunes, and our beverage tent will be offering several great
“Oktoberfest” offerings to quench your thirst.

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ASHWAUBENON’S SWIMMING LESSON PROGRAM

The Ashwaubenon Swimming Lesson Program helps swimmers of all ages and varying abilities develop their swimming and
water safety skills. It is designed to give students a positive learning experience. If you are unsure what level to enroll in,
contact our Aquatic Coordinator and she will help you choose the appropriate class.

PARENT AND ME AQUATICS

(6 MONTHS - 3 YEARS OLD)

Participants must be accompanied by an adult in the water
for the entire 30 minute class. Parents are instructed how
to safely work with their child in the water including how to
properly support and hold their child. The child will be ex-
posed to games that use basic movements, such as kicking,
arm strokes and breath control. Activities are based on the
developmental abilities of the child.

TINY TOTS - (AGES 3 - 4 YEARS OLD)
Blowing bubbles, putting face in water, back and front float
with assistance, front crawl arm action, exit water on their
own.

LEVEL 1

Enter & Exit water independently, front and back float with
support, 3 bobs, blow bubbles, front and back crawl with
assistance.

LEVEL 2

Fully submerge head & hold breath for 3 seconds, jump
into water, 10 bobs, front float and back float unassisted
5 seconds, front & back glide 2 body lengths, front and
back crawl unassisted 5 yards, retrieve a submerged ob-
ject 2 times assisted.

LEVEL 3

Enter water by jumping in from the side into deep water,
retrieve a submerged object 2 times unassisted, front & back
glide 5 body lengths, tread water for 30 seconds, front crawl
with rotary breathing 15 yards, back crawl 15 yards, elemen-
tary backstroke kick 15 yards, head first entry from the side
in a sitting & kneeling position.

LEVEL 4

Front crawl with rotary breathing 25 yards, back crawl 25
yards, elementary backstroke 15 yards, breaststroke & side-
stroke (scissors) kick 15 yards, front and back open turns,
tread water for 2 minutes (using two different kicks), stand-
ing front dive from side of pool, feet first surface dive, sur-
vival swimming for 30 seconds.

LEVEL 5

Front crawl with alternate breathing 50 yards, back crawl
25 yards, elementary backstroke 25 yards, sidestroke and
breaststroke 15 yards, dolphin kick 15 yards, tread water for
5 minutes (using two different kicks), tuck and pick surface
dives, long shallow dive, survival swimming for 1 minute.

LEVEL 6/7

Front crawl and back crawl with 100 yards, breaststroke and
sidestroke 25 yards, butterfly 15 yards, front and back flip
turns, open turn (sidestroke), tread water for 6 minutes (1
minute w/o hands, 2 minutes w/ hands x 2), speed turn and
pull out for breaststroke, surface dive & retrieve an object
from the bottom (8-10 ft deep).

DIVING

This class will teach the basic fundamentals and techniques
of diving. You will learn approaches, jumps and various dives.

serious damage to many landscape plants (more than 320

species) and turf grasses. The adult beetles skeletonize
the leaves by chewing between the veins of the leaf tissues, de-
vour the flowers (roses) and fruits (raspberries), and ultimately
weaken the plant. Roses, birch, linden, grapes, raspberries,
Norway maples, beans, apples, plum, crabapples, elms, beech,
asparagus and rhubarb are some of its favorite delicacies.

Both adult and the grub stage of Japanese beetles cause

Adult Japanese beetle

Huge swarms of these beetles can emerge in Wisconsin, with
peak activity for six to eight weeks. Adult beetles are active
during the daytime and can fly an average of 1 to 2 miles. The
female beetle lays eggs on the ground, which hatch in about
two weeks into white grubs that damages turf grass roots. An
adult Japanese beetle is one-half inch long with a shiny metallic
green body, coppery brown wings and a small tuft of white
hairs surrounding its sides and posterior.

Control options for adult Japanese beetles and their grubs vary
depending on the landscape plants. No treatment is needed
for mature trees and shrubs because they have more tolerance
to the feeding damage caused by the adults and will leaf out
again the next year.

REPORTS OF JAPANESE BEETLE ON THE RISE

MANAGEMENT OPTIONS

1. Small landscape plants such as roses, vegetable crops,
strawberries and raspberries can be protected using
floating row cover (white polyester spun bonded fab-
ric) from afternoon until late evening hours. This fabric
can be draped over the plant and pinned to the ground.

2. Hand-picking and drowning the beetles in soapy water
is an option if their population is low.

3. For larger populations, standard contact insecticides
can be used. Acelepryn (active ingredient chlorantra-
niliprole) is relatively new in the market and is known
to provide good control on Japanese beetles; it is less
toxic to bees compared to standard insecticides.

4. On fruits and vegetables, standard organic products
such as neem oil and spinosad can be sprayed after the
blooming period. The application should be repeated
once every five to 10 days until mid-August.

5. Japanese beetle traps should NOT be used
for control, as they will attract thousands
of beetles to a garden and can lead to more
damage.

6. Turf should not be irrigated during the beetle’s active
season to help prevent the insect from laying eggs
there.

7. A preventive grub insecticide (with an active ingredient
containing imidacloprid, halofenzide, clothianidin or thi-
amethoxam) can be scheduled for application to lawns
before the end of July to prevent eggs from hatching.

8. By mid-August, a curative insecticide (carbaryl, clo-
thianidin or trichlorfon) can be used to control young
grubs in a lawn. Flowering weeds should be mowed
before application and the lawn should be lightly wa-
tered afterward.

With the discovery of EAB in Ashwaubenon, the Village of
Ashwaubenon encourages residents to chemically treat ash
trees to prevent being killed by EAB. Residents are being en-
couraged to treat street trees on a preventative basis. A num-
ber of effective options are available, with many able to be
done by homeowners while others require professional ap-
plicators.

PRUNE OAK TREES NOW TO PREVENT
SPREAD OF OAK WILT

The Village of Ashwaubenon encourages residents to sched-

ule their oak trees for pruning this coming fall or winter. Vil-

lage ordinance requires that oaks be pruned from July 15

to April 1 to minimize the spread of Oak Wilt (Ceratocystis

fagacearum). Most oak wilt moves from diseased trees to
healthy trees through roots that have become
interconnected (root grafts). Oak wilt can also
spread above ground by sap-feeding beetles.
The fungus produces a sweet odor that attracts
sap-feeding beetles who then feed on sap from
fresh wounds, carrying the fungus on them and
thus infecting healthy trees.

In 2023, the Village of
Ashwaubenon  met
the requirements to
be a Tree City USA
for the 31st straight
year. Tree City USA is
a nationally recognized
program  sponsored
by the National Arbor Day Foundation in cooperation with
the National Association of State Foresters, USDA Forest
Service, US Conference of Mayors and National League of
Cities. The Tree City USA Program is designed to recognize
those communities that implement a management program
to effectively manage their public trees.

Large-Scale Ash Tree Removal

In March of 2020, the Village Board approved funding
for a 5-year plan to manage Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) on
public properties in Ashwaubenon. The plan outlines a
comprehensive approach to manage the adverse impacts of
EAB in our community on public right of ways, parklands,
and other Village owned properties. A major component of
this plan is to remove approximately 1056 inventoried ash
trees in our neighborhoods and parks. Private contractors
will be utilized for this work and after removing the trees
they will also provide stump grinding and site restoration.
Replacements trees will be offered, if appropriate for the site,
the following year at no cost to residents choosing to have
a new tree planted. Below is the current schedule for ash
removals in 2024.

GARBAGE AND RECYCLING:
Garbage and recycle carts must be kept 3 feet apart for
pickup. Carts should be placed at the curb by 6 a.m. on your
garbage day and after pick up all carts must be placed out of
sight. Due to trip and fuel costs, the Village is unable
to make return trips for carts not placed out to the
street on time the morning of your designated day.

Options: If you notice that the neighbor carts across the
street from you have not been picked up you may put your
container on the opposite side of the street for pick up.

Garbage: You may bring your garbage to the Brown County
Transfer Station at 3734 W Mason Street.

Recycle: May be brought to the Recycling Transfer Facility
located at 2561 S Broadway.

LEAF PICK-UP 2024:

Leaf pick-up will start approximately October 7th and continue
until the first snow fall. The leaf trucks start at the north
end of the Village and work south. This route is continued
throughout the leaf season. Some areas of the Village do
take more time to complete and we greatly appreciate your
patience during this season. Check out our leaf pick up
tracking app at ashwaubenon.gov/leaves.

SPRING CLEAN UP 2025:
The Village of Ashwaubenon does have a spring clean up from
mid-April through mid May where residents can put grass out
to the curb for pickup. Another option for yard and debris
is that it may be brought to the Village yard waste drop-off
site. This facility is located off of Cormier Road, between
Holmgren Way and Ashland Avenue on Collaer Court.

COMPOST AND WOODCHIPS
Compost and woodchips are available for your landscaping
needs. Piles of each item are located at the yard waste site on
Collaer Court.

MONTHLY LARGE RUBBISH PICKUP:
During the third FULL week of the month (which is Monday
through Friday in the same week) you may put to the curb a
piece of furniture, small amount of carpeting, or up to 1 cubic
yard (3 feet by 3 feet by 3 feet) of rubbish material. For more
details, please visit the Village website.

All brush must be put at the curb with the cut ends to the
street with tree trunks stacked separately.

Please keep in mind the following ordinance during the winter
months:

19-3-190 Deposit of snow or ice on street:

No person shall remove any snow or ice from his premises,
residence, parking lot, parking area, service station or business
property onto any public right-of-way or property. Snow removed
from public sidewalks shall not be stored in any manner which
will obstruct or limit a vehicular or pedestrian vision, movement
or access.

In summary, we ask that property owners not clear out their
driveway and push the snow into the street.

LANDLORD AND TENANTS

The Village of Ashwaubenon has adopted NFPA 14.4.1 general,
means of egress shall be continuously maintained free of all
obstruction or impediments to full instant use in case of fire
or other emergency.

If there is a ground level patio door and/or entrance door,
there must be access to the outside, and a shoveled walkway.
